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Core Word List (Alphabetical)
Claim: Something someone says is true.
Conspiracy claim: A suggestion that groups are secretly hiding the truth.
Environmental claim: A statement saying something is good for the environment.
Evidence: Facts, data, or information that support a claim.
Expert: A person with strong knowledge or training in a subject.
Greenwashing: Making something sound environmentally friendly without strong proof.
Judgement: A decision made after looking at evidence.
Long-term change: The overall pattern over many years.
Missing information: Important facts that are not shown.
Persuasive language: Words chosen to influence what people think or feel.
Reliable: Trustworthy and likely to be correct.
Representation: How information is shown (graph, image, wording, headline).
Selective information: Showing only some facts and leaving others out. 
Short-term variation: Small ups and downs over a short period.
Source: Where the information comes from.
Trend: The general direction something changes over time.
Unnamed expert: Someone described as an expert but not identified.

Claim: Something someone says is true.
Conspiracy idea: Saying people are secretly hiding the truth.
Environmental claim: Saying something helps the planet.
Evidence: Proof that shows if something is true.
Expert: Someone who knows a lot about something.
Greenwashing: Making something sound “green” without good proof.
Judgement: A decision after thinking carefully.
Long-term change: Significant change that occurs over an extended period, usually many years.
Missing information: Important things not shown.
Persuasive words: Words trying to make you agree.
Reliable: Can we trust it?
Representation: The way information is shown (picture, graph, words).
Selective information: Only showing some facts.
Short-term change: Significant change that occurs over a short time period.
Source: Where the information came from.
Trend: What usually happens over time.
Unnamed expert: An “expert” with no name given.
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
